Like having your hand stamped “Designated Driver” when attending a party, wearing the “Water
Watcher” tag at a pool makesit official that you are watching the children. The tag reminds you
to take your responsibility seriously. It isareminder that until you hand off the "Water Watcher"

tag to someone else, you are the one designated to keep an eye on the children.
